Care for the Earth: Cool your house naturally, that is,
without air conditioning. Instead of coming home to a stifling
abode after a long day away, close your windows and curtains
before leaving in the morning. When you are home, if there’s
even a slight breeze outside, open the windows a bit on the
house’s windward side and wider on the other side; this should
create a stronger draft. Another way to keep the air moving is
to use ceiling fans. If you simply must turn on the air
conditioning, make sure your unit’s filter is clean and get the
refrigerant level checked — if it’s low, you may be wasting
20% of the system’s energy.
